ATA Tells State Department that Keystone XL Pipeline is in Our National Interest

On October 7, ATA testified in support of the Keystone XL pipeline, which would transport 700,000 barrels of oil per day from Canada, Montana and the Dakotas to U.S. refineries in Houston.  ATA’s Vice President, Rich Moskowitz, told Department of State officials that the proposed pipeline was in the national interest because it would enhance U.S. energy security, create jobs, and actually reduce the air emissions associated with transporting this oil to market.   The Keystone XL pipeline crosses an international border and therefore must receive a Presidential Permit from the Department of State.  ATA also submitted written comments on the project.
