Designed by “The Open Doctor” Rees Jones, Jones Sr.’s son, and opened in 1991, the Green Course celebrates its 20th anniversary in 2011. The 
layout is carved from the same terrain as the Gold Course and is more typical of contemporary trends in golf course architecture. It also stands 
out as the first father-son tandem of side-by-side layouts. The 7,120-yard, par-72 course has a USGA slope rating of 142 and has hosted three 
USGA national championships.
